Get to know this area, intact nature, come and see Stara planina mountain, it’s unusual beauty, power and magic that lies
in the intertwined natural and anthropogenic motifs which are, in their own way, characteristic for each of its areas and
villages. There is no monotony of nature here; feel the adrenalin, power and wildemess of the mountains that surround this
area;experience the extraordinary feeling that the visit to this undiscovered area arouses. There is a large number of crystal
clean springs, rivers, canyons and gorges but also one of the largest natural-artificial lakes - Lake Zavoj which is 17km long.
The rich flora and fauna will ensure pleasurable hunting, fishing, walking, photo-safari, bird watching and other activities.
Rarely can a mountain provide all these on ev-
ery step of its territory. Meet Pirot, its people,
their kindness, culture, language and traditions.
Exceptionally great wealth of material and
spiritual culture is what makes this region inex-
haustible. Pirot is known as “Little Jerusalem”,
and is also famous for its rugs, cheese, pottery,
lamb, a unique kind of sausages (the so called
“peglana kobasica”), folklore, customs and
handicrafts from this region, and an abundance
of ethnographic and artistic motifs which are
not characteristic for other regions in Serbia.

TOURIST AND GEOGRAPHICAL
LOCATION OF CITY OF PIROT

he position of this region is conditioned both by a variety of tourist

attractions and sites and their different territorial arrangement.
Apart from this, it also depends on the tourist route of movement.
This region is related to the Fast-Mediterranean direction, which is
the route that connects Western and Central Furope with the Middle
Fast and Eastern Mediterranean.

The region of Pirat municipality itself is surrounded by the Balkan
Mountains from the north and north-eastern side with the highest
peak Midzor (2, 169 meters). The southern and southwestern edge
of the basin is the spurs of Vlach Mountain (1, 442 meters) and Suva
Mountain (1, 809 meters) while the northwest of Pirot basin is sur-
rounded by the spurs of Svrljig Mountain (1, 334 meters).

Pirot has always been a crossroad of opportunities, dating back as
far as the Roman period during which the Via Militaris, later called
the Tsarigrad Road passed through, as the trade routes led across
Serdika (Sofia) to Tsarigrad (Istanbul) via these areas. Along this
road, on the bank of the Nisava river, in the 8th century, a settlement
named Mutacio Turess was founded.

At the
same time it is an exceptional ambience for holidays and
recreation, gamnished by a number of beautifully arranged
mountain cottages. This resort area, apart from summer
confirms its attractiveness in winter as well, as it provides
opportunities for winter sports, with a well organized ski
slope. It takes 20 minutes to get there.

RESORT VRELO (WATER SPRING)

he resort "Vrelo” is situated 33km from the city in a

beautiful environment dominated by the Dojkinacka
River and Jelovicka River. The resort is 40 minutes away
from the city by car. The attractiveness of this area speak for
themselves even at first glance. The canyon of the Visocica
Riverimmediately stands out among all the other elements
that comprise the whole. The resort“Vrelo is at an altitude
of 730m. The resort consists of a set of cottages and workers
holiday hostels. They were designed as a tourist complex.

This resort offers opportunities for walking, rest, rec-
reation, hunting, and fishing. In its immediate vicinity is
the Monastery of St. Virgin from 18" ¢. at an altitude of 1.
094m. This resort is named after a spring located near the
village Jelovica. What makes it specific is that it runs dry
once a year usually in August for approximately the same
period of time-a few hours.

INDOOR SWIMMING POOL

he indoor swimming pool with its characteristics is

among the most modern ones in Serbia. Within this
facility there are two swimming pools, the large one is
33x25. 5 meters and non-swimmers swimming pool 12.
5x8. 5 meters. A SPA center and a gym are available as well.
On the plateau in front of the indoor swimming pool there
is an adrenaline park with bicycle lanes and a children’s
playground. This site is a favorite place for recreation of Pirot
citizens both in summer and winter.

During the summer the best swimming and bathing place
is certainly the part of the former village of Mala Lukanja,
aswell as other parts of the lake whereitis possible. However,
the resort cannot boast some of the additional contents that
can complement your stay. The lake is one of the largest nat-
ural and artificial lakes in this part of Serbia, with the length
of 17km and the height of the dam 86 m;its widest point is
300m and deepest point about 70m. It is characterized by
high transparency and clean water, so during the summer
months when the temperature is high, you can cool yourself.

ccording to the time of their origin cultural and his-

torical monuments are of more recent date than the
archaeological sites and are chronologically linked to the
oldest traces of material culture. This region abounds in
monumental tourist values which belong to different peri-
ods, stylistic categories and historical meanings.

n the city there are two temples. The Nativity of our Lord
Jesus Christ church, located in the center of the city on the
Pazar side, was founded in 1834 so was The Assumption of
the Mother of God church from the 19th century, located
in the old town of Tijabara, which is called the Tijabarska
church. It was built from voluntary donation which is desig-
nated as inscription on a plaque above the entrance.
In addition to the outstanding natural ambient units,
Pirot environment is distinguished by significant mon-
asteries and churches.

St John Theologian Monastery from the 14th century is lo-
cated in the canyon of the Jerma river about 25 km from
Pirot. The monastery ktitors are Constantine-the lord of des-
pot Stefan Lazarevic and his wife Helena. It is one of the rare
churches that was not destroyed in the past due to inacces-
sibility of the the Jerma Canyon terrain. The most important
icon which originates from this temple is a two-side icon. The
monastery has been under the state protection since 1949.

Saint George monastery in Temska village dates back from the 14"
century and is an endowment of the Dejanovic family. It played a
significant role in the literacy of the local population of the Pirot dis-
trict. Hieromonk Cesarije, having arrived from Hilandar to Temska in
1838, founded the first school here and began developing literacy
skills. The monastery is well-known for the production of ointments for
various diseases. The tradition dates back from 1928, when, after the
October Revolution, the Russian nuns found seclusion here, bringing
recipes for compounding these ointments.

Holy Apostles Peter and Paul church dates from the 13th century
and is located in Rsovci village, 22 km from Pirot. The church itself,
was build in a cave of Kalik hill, and is also known as the Cave church
(Pecinska crkva). It is unique considering the place where it is locat-
ed and by the unique fresco in Christianity, the fresco of Jesus Christ,
where He is portrayed as a young and bald Jesus. The church has been
under the state protection as a cultural treasure since 1981.

TOURISM VALUES

xceptionally great wealth of material and spiritual cul-

ture is what makes this region inexhaustible and in-
sufficiently used for overall expansion of the tourist offer,
combined with other elements. Characteristic ethno motifs
from this region are:folklore costume typical for this area,
the famous Pirot’s carpet, which is by the sort of weaving
and the pattern quite different from the Persian carpetmak-
ing;the patterns of Pirot rugs are by all means indigenous.
Pirot's rug enthralls with its beauty, ornaments and colors.
As a precious gift, it was given only on rare occasions. The
group of ethnographic values includes “opanak”(a kind of
rubber shoe), pottery, leather and embroidered products,
and handicrafts from this region. That group also includes
dishes typical for this area, with all their peculiarities and
characteristics;amongst them the one which certainly
stands out is the famous Pirot’s cheese which has won
the first prize on many food fairs. Apart from the wealth of
material culture from this area, the rich spiritual culture is
also characteristic for this area and it reflects through music,
speech, folklore, and customs related to this area.

These ethnographic and tourism values are comple-
mented by the artistic motifs related to this area, such
as:architectonic objects, paintings, frescoes, icons, mosaics,
sculptures and monuments from different periods.

It is an extremely attractive gorge, but at the
same time inaccessible too;it stretches all the way to the
village Paklestica. The deepest and longest part of the
gorge is called Vladikine ploce. In this part the gorge reach-
es the depth of 150 m, with very steep and inaccessible
liffs, which will complement your experience and arouse a
feeling as ifyou changed the time. Gorge is characterized by
the wealth of flora and fauna. At the entrance to the gorge
every visitor feels the beauty and awe to this area at the
same time. You can get to it only on foot.

JERMA RIVER CANYON

he canyon of this river, it is char-

acterized by giant pots and sur-
rounding landscape, which leaves |
everyone who travels in the direc-
tion of Zvonacka Spa breathless.
Even at its very entance, near the
village Vlasi, the adjacent dliffs are
over 100 m high. The view on the
nearby cliffs further increases the
adrenaline and the sense of extraor-
dinary. The sense of extraordinary is
further reinforced by the Jerma river,
as well as by the possibility to see a
golden eagle during your stay.

GRADASNICKA RIVER GORGE

Extremely attractive gorge of ths river, over 1km long,
with steep and inaccessible gorges. The main feature
of the gorge is located 4 km from the city near the village
of Gradasnica which can be reached by car but from there
on you can continue only on foot. In the gorge itself is
Dag-Banjica, a hot water spring which has, according to
the story of many local peaple, a particularly healing effect
on wounds and sores.

VISOCICA RIVER CANYON

his is one of the most impressive canyons in this part of

Serbia, through which the Visocica river flows. The Viso-
cica River belongs to the group of rivers with the biggest
descent in Serbia. The canyon is very attractive and colorful,
s0 it is very difficult to describe it in a few words;therefore,
you should visit and experience it for yourself. The canyon is
characterized by very steep cliffs that are inaccessible and a
few hundred meters high. This canyon represents a pleasur-
able experience, the canyon and hot water are scarcely used.

GORGE OF THE ROSOMACKA
RIVER - ,,SLAVINJSKO GRLO‘

he geomorphological site“Slavinjsko grlo” (also known as

the “Rosomacki lonci”) is located in the Rosomacka river
gorge, near Slavinja village, 30 km from Pirot. The Rosomac-
ka river gorge was created by intensively intersecting the
water flow into the rock mass of the Stara planina mountain
and is characterized hy the crossings in the river bed, forming
an imposing series of waterfalls and smaller sources (pots).
The site itself is accessible from Slavinja village, following
the tourist signalization from the center of the village. The
walking path to the site is easy going and leads through the
unique surroundings of the Stara planina mountain.

TEMSTICA RIVER CANYON

Certainly, the most attractive canyon in this part of Pirot
is Temstica river canyon or “Little Colorado” as the local
people named it and it is certainly true. The Temstica river
flows through the canyon which creates kerfs and steep
dliffs which are 200m high at some places. The entrance to
the canyon is about 30 minutes away. The red sandstone
with various morphological forms, as well as Temacka for-
tress complements the experience.

VLADIKINE PLOCE CAVE

his cave is located in the gorge of the same name between

the villages Paklestica and Rsovd. This section is character-
istic for several caves above the riverbed at the height of 86m.
These caves can be reached only on foot. The following caves
stand out in this terrain:Vladikina ploca (660m long), Mouse
cave 83m, Water cave 63m, the cave at Lipe 60m, Toplica cave
35m, Vetrena cave 22m, Ladna cave 17m, Trifun's cave 15m
and Potpec cave 14m. This cave or cave system is interesting
because of the remnants indicating that the prehistoric man
and prehistoric bear lived here. This cave system is unexplored.
According to what the residents of the village Rsovci say, itis a
qorge with over 60 caves, depressions and holes.

tara planina mountain spreds its southern slopes in the

northeastern part of Pirot, and at the same time it rep-
resents the natural and administrative border with the neigh-
boring Bulgaria. On the territory of Pirot there is the highest
peak of Stara planina mountain-Midzor with 2169m above
the sea level which makes this mountain one of the highest in
Serbia and the Balkans.

The 0ld Mountain can be reached from several different
directions, but the most accessible one is from the direction of
Pirot, and olso one of the most attractive ones. Therefore, the
Old Mountain is a challenge for hikers and nature lovers and
other interested travelers.

The Decree from 1997 put Old Mountain under protection
and declared it a park of nature. As such, it belongs to the first
category of protection. This whole area is characterized by a
large number of plant species (1190 or 34% of the national
flora, 40 protected plant species that represent natural rarities,
while 18 plant species have undergone a strict protection re-
gime) and animal species, especially those that are endemic;it
is them that make this region specific and interesting from all
aspects, especially from the aspect of tourism.

Character endemic plant species are:edelweiss, gentian,
white water lily, wormwood. The smallest pine in Europe
grows here;mountain pine, spruce, red oak grow in the area
of the village Sopot, black pine and other species in the area
of the village Rsovci.

As far as fauna is concerned, 40% of the total butterfly fau-
na on the Balkans lives on Old Mountain as well as 26 species
of fish, 6 spacies of amphibians and 12 species of reptiles, 203
species of birds, (92 of which are regarded a natural rarity),
more than 30 species of mammals. The following hird can be
seen in this area: wood-grouse (which lives only on Tara too),
